


The Family Medicine Residency at Deaconess Hospital provides in-depth training 
in the delivery of comprehensive family-oriented health care. The three-year 
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American Board of Family Medicine (ABFM) and was approved in 1975 by the 
Liaison Committee on Graduate Medical Education.

The program focuses on the holistic approach to patient care, in the true tradition 
of family medicine. With 18 residents, there is ample opportunity for individual 
instruction and resident interaction. In this fully supported program, residents are 

able to deal with every aspect and complexity of patient care, from the nursery or 
the ICU to the ward or the labor and delivery suite.
